Teacher supplies each student with 10 index cards.

Teacher writes new vocabulary word and definition on the board.
Practice:

1. Students copy on one side of the index card the

new vocabulary word and on the other side of the card the meaning of the

new vocabulary word.

2. Students compose a sentence for each word on their own
vocabulary cards using the meaning side of the card.

3. Students each shuffle their own pile of cards. Teacher calls on
students randomly to read the word they find on top of their pile and the
sentence they have composed on the reverse side of that card.

Application:

Students develop a stronger vocabulary in the English language.
