ACTIVITIES (Continued)


	1.  Picture Dictionary:  Identify the seasons and discuss the weather conditions for each season, the type of clothing you wear in each season, the months in each season, the holidays that fall in each season and the activities that happen in each season.

2.  Vocabulary Cards and/or Category Cards: (Students can cut cards apart in order to sort them.)   These cards can be used to introduce new vocabulary words.  Beginning students can write the words in their language on the back of each card so they can remember and identify all the vocabulary words.  (Cards are attached)
3.  Opposites:  Students will connect opposite words by drawing a line between the columns of opposite words.  (Attached)
4.  Venn Diagram:  Students will work with a partner and talk about each other’s favorite season.  They will write what they like, their partner will write about what he/she likes and then they will write what they both like about the two seasons.  (Attached)
5.  Divide the class into four groups by counting off “1,2,3,4.”  Assign each group a season according to the numbers:   1= Winter, 2 = Spring, 3 = Summer and 4 = Fall.
Give each group a poster board. Students will cut pictures from magazines that represent their group’s season and paste onto their poster board.  Pictures can include anything they feel represents their season such as pictures of weather, sports, or children playing, clothing and holidays.  Each group will present their finished product to the rest of the class who will have to guess which season the posters represent.

6. Homework:  Complete the Seasons Crossword Puzzle (attached) from the www.elcivics.com  website.     


	ASSESSMENT/

EVIDENCE
	This is a comprehensive lesson on the four Seasons and Weather. Students will read/comprehend/write and contribute to conversations about the seasons and weather.  They will work independently, with a partner and in small groups.  Ultimately students will produce a poster board with information about the seasons and be able to relay information showing evidence of learning about the seasons and weather.

	EVALUATION OF

LESSON/NEXT STEPS
	Students love talking about the weather and seasons because everyone can relate and understands this topic.  They will learn new vocabulary and at the end of the lesson should feel confident in using weather-related words as well as talking about the seasons. This lesson provides the threshold for future lessons on clothing, patterns, materials and sizes.
