	 Activities  (includes real-life application)
Day 1:  Teacher writes vocab. on board and pronounces each word, emphasizing phonetic sounds, etc.---student repeats.
Student looks up word(s) in dictionary and shares definitions with class.  Teacher then uses word(s) in sentences to further clarify.

Students write sentences in journal using vocab.

Day 2:  Teacher creates a worksheet using vocab., leaving blanks for student to fill in correct word, thus presenting word(s) in a different manner (tense, part of speech, etc.)
Day 3:  Vocab. written on post-it notes (2 sets) and placed randomly on sides of dry board (or 2 poster boards).  Students divided into two teams.

One person from each team stands in front of a group of vocab. notes.   Leader reads definition & team member removes correct post-it note then correctly pronounces vocab.  If unsure, team member may consult team.  First team to correctly identify and pronounce word gets a point.  Next teammate goes to board & repeats the process until all words have been removed from board.  Team with most points wins.
