Stalling for time or expressing uncertainty – Let interviewer know why you are not 

                                                                                                      answering right away.
                                                                 Stalling allows you to organize your thoughts.
Responding to request for clarification – Repeat interviewer’s question and add 
                                                                       words of your own.
Checking for understanding – Ask interviewer if he understood your answer.
