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SPEAKING OF LESSON PLANS……

California has developed a financial literacy curriculum for ESL students with an EL/Civics grant a couple of years ago.  The curriculum is divided into 3 units: Basic Banking Services, Credit, Planning for the Future, and there is an additional lesson on Identity Theft.  The lessons are most appropriate for Intermediate High students but can be adapted for other levels. It has been used for a special 30-hour class as well as integrated into a regular ESL class.  It works very well as a stand-alone.

WEB SITES TO EXPLORE 

There are new materials available from Healthy Roads Media www.healthyroadsmedia.org. Most materials are in four different formats (written, audio, multimedia and web-based video) and all except the Web-based video can be downloaded so they are accessible for use off line. Everything is free. Some of the new topics include mammogram (English, Russian and Spanish with Somali under development), dealing with pain (English and Spanish with Somali and Spanish under development) and a set of Vietnamese language heart health topics (exercise, blood pressure and salt intake). The International Adult Literacy Study (IALS) is now available in a searchable database for those of you who like to know and compare facts and figures.  "This interactive data tool permits users to retrieve prose, document and quantitative literacy data for each of the countries listed in the table and for a wide range of combined intermediate variables.  Users can produce estimates of mean performance, and percentages of each proficiency level for each of the three IALS literacy scales by any combination of background variables.  Each estimate is accompanied by the appropriate measures of statistical reliability.  Users may also choose to tabulate a composite index that combines results of the three scales."
