	Activities/Curricular Resources [Real-Life Applications] 

Step 1  

Review computer terminology.  
Step 2 

As a class, brainstorm about the internet/computers.  Do the students have one at home?  How often do they use it?  Do they use the Internet?  If so, for what?  What are their favorite websites?  Why is it important to be able to use the Internet and what can the Internet be used for.  Write these on the board.  

Step 3 

On a computer which displays onto an overhead screen, teacher demonstrates the CultureGrams Online States Edition homepage and explains the basics of the program.  For example, click on a state, and explain the four boxes on the left side of the screen (The Place, History, The People, Fun Facts and Concepts); demonstrate clicking on one of the links from each category, showing the type of information that becomes available; demonstrate how to find a state’s population, its famous people, its tree, bird, etc.  
Student volunteers come to the front to practice.  
Step 4

In pairs at computer stations, students become familiar with the program.  As they click on links, students come to the front of the room and write unfamiliar words on the board.  Teacher monitors students, asking them to find a state flag, a famous person, from a particular state, etc.  Class identifies the unfamiliar words.  
Step 5
Students pick a state to research using the computer program and answer the questions on the worksheet – see attached.  
As a follow up, students present their findings and what they learned to the class.      

	Assessment/Evidence

Students will demonstrate understanding of the internet/web-based programs by using CultureGrams Online to scan DATA, find appropriate information and answer questions related to the data.
