Lesson Plan
 for

Mapping Your Financial Journey:  Helping Adults Plan for College

	Title:  The True Cost of College

	Purpose: To familiarize the student with a publication on financial planning for college and problem-solve with classmates around some of the direct and indirect costs of college.  

	Learning outcome(s):  Students will:
(1) expand their awareness of 5-10 financial barriers they may face as college student.

(2) problem-solve financial barriers using the expertise of classmates and the student publication.

(3) become familiar with a new student resource, Mapping Your Financial Journey:  Helping Adults Plan for College.

	Logistics:  
Before class, hang up a piece of newsprint in several places around the room where students can congregate in small groups (4-5 students per group or less).  Write the word, “Tuition” on the facilitator’s easel. 

	Bridge-in:

Scavenger Hunt worksheet to explore publication

	Pre-test:

Question to students:  “What are some of the hidden and not so hidden costs of college?”  [Go around the room adding one answer on the upper left of each sheet.  Hopefully, you will have enough answers to go around and put a second answer on the upper right corner of the sheet.]  Check publication for more ideas.

	Content:  

Generated by the group and then checked with the publication on pages 30-37.
	Guided practice:

Using “tuition,” model the activity.


	Checking for Understanding:
Ask each group to report their most interesting finding for each of their topics.

	Closure:

Take questions, let students know you are willing to word process and distribute results to class.

	Assessment:  Using a fictitious student profile, have student(s) brainstorm strategies to offset financial barriers.
