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Title – Reading “Help Wanted” Ads
	Outcomes – Students will read classified ads in order to find an appropriate job.

	Materials – Overhead projector, real help wanted ads from a newspaper enlarged/copied onto a transparency, flash cards with abbreviations written on them, scrap paper

2 lessons (1-2 hours)

	Activities/Curricular Resources [Real-Life Applications] 

Step 1 
In small groups, students discuss their jobs (Do they work?  If so, where?  How did they find their current job?  How long have they worked there?  Etc.)  Report back.  
Step 2 
Show students a newspaper, and explain that we will be using the classified ads to search for jobs.  Show flash cards with common help-wanted ad abbreviations written on them.  Identify abbreviations by guessing/as a class.  
Step 3 
On the overhead projector, show an enlarged portion of 3-4 real help wanted ads.  Have students identify common abbreviations that were just learned as a review.  Students come to the board and write these abbreviations and their meanings on the board.  Then, explain to students where in the newspaper these ads can be found.  Instruct students to find this section in a newspaper and bring it in for homework.

Step 4 
In pairs, have students scan help wanted ads.  Students write abbreviations or words that are still unfamiliar on the board.  Identify these words by guessing.  Instruct students to find a job in the ads that they would enjoy, and circle it.  Students then answer discussion questions pertaining to their circled ad.  Questions are attached. 

Step 5 
Have students present and explain their circled ad to the class.  Using the discussion questions, students explain “Why would they enjoy this job?”  “How much does it pay?”  “What is the job description?”  Etc.  Finally, as a class, brainstorm ways other than a newspaper to find a job.  Write responses on board.

	Assessment/Evidence

Students will demonstrate understanding of help wanted ads by choosing an appropriate job listing and answering questions related to that listing.
