Activities 1. Choose a play from Plays for the Holidays. I 
chose the Thanksgiving story. 

2. Discuss the basic story then assign students 
to various parts. 

3. Have Ss read their individual parts silently 
first and then out loud. 

4. Discuss how using pictures can help 
communicate a story. Share with them the 
tradition of Kamishibai, Japanese Readers' 
Theater. As a group, decide what pictures 
they should look for that would help people 
follow the play better. 
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5.	 Have Ss look at various resources: Internet, 
books, magazines, etc. to locate appropriate 
pictures/photos. 

6.	 Once pictures are found, attach them to 
stiff paper like tag board or manila folders. 

7.	 Assign one or more students to hold up the 
appropriate picture card while other 
students tell their lines. Help students with 
pronunciation and expression. 

8.	 When Ss can read their lines well, have them 
perform it in front of another class.
